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THE NHL TURNS 100

FIVE SABRES MAKE IT TO THE GREATEST PLAYERS OF ALL TIME

The National Hockey League turns
100 this year.

There's a snazzy logo, some chest puffing, but
considering the significance that this league is
older than the NFL, older than the NBA, and
has familial lines going back into the 1800's,
one would think there'd be more hoopla about
it by now.

How to do it right? Historical montages of each
team with a common graphic theme, being
rolled out at all the arenas on the video boards.
Perhaps fan voting for the best player of all time.
Celebrity appearances by legends across the
spectrum of the sport. Memorializing teams and
franchises long since departed, due to relocation
or franchises even folding, but nonetheless teams
that made their impact on the game, and could
be a part of the league's future (Hello Quebec
Nordiques. Kansas City Scouts? Not so much).

However, the NHL did do one thing right, and
it all happened at the All Star festivities out in
Los Angeles late last month. Presented at the
Microsoft Theatre in the glitzy L.A. Live District
of downtown Los Angeles, out came the "NHL
100", showcasing the best of the best of the best
players to ever don the uniform in the sport.
The event was showcased as big and stupendous
as any Hollywood premiere or entertainment
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awards show.

The "Big Reveal", if you want to call it that,
actually had its rollout at in Toronto earlier in
the year, staged as part of the Centennial Classic
on New Years Day. That's when we learned the
names of the players long departed, who built
the league and played from 1917-1966. The rest
of the names were announced in Los Angeles,
and immediately sparked debate as to some of
the "bubble" names on the list, and some of the
greats who were snubbed.

Think bubble as in the annual announcement of
the NCAA brackets... inevitably, RPI numbers
are rolled out, marquee matchups and results
are compared, and the debate rages on. Jonathan
Toews made the cut, but Evgeni Malkin did not?
Oh, the horror.

Five players who wore the Buffalo Sabres uni-
form did make the list, a significant number
when you think of the fact that 30 teams are
currently in the league, and as mentioned, many
more franchises and cities were in the NHL at
one time or another. Four of the five have their
banners and numbers hanging high in the rafters
at KeyBank Center. Here are the enshrinees:

GILBERT PERREAULT

Buffalo's first draft pick in 1970 had a distin-
guished 17 year career, all with the Sabres,

notching 512 goals and centering the signature
"French Connection" line which vaulted the team
to its first appearance in the Stanley Cup finals in
1975. Perreault's stick handling, speed changing
and deking maneuvers, all presented with his end
to end rushes, captivated fans, talent and moves
which are all too absent in today's game of fore-
checking and dump and chase.

TIM HORTON

Today's young generation of hockey fans match
the name with donuts and coffee, but this leg-
endary player made his mark as a bedrock of
two teams, long time with the Toronto Maple
Leafs and then two final seasons with the Sabres,
before his life was tragically cut short in a horrif-
ic car crash in 1974. Horton was a comparatively
small defensemen, but all muscle, hard as a rock,
and could lead rushes up the ice along with the
forwards. He helped the Leafs win four Stanley
Cups in the 60's, and when his name popped up
on the interleague draft wire in 1972, Sabres
coach and GM Punch Imlach, who coached
Horton on the Leafs, snapped him up to add
depth and experience to the young Sabres lineup.

GRANT FUHR

What's easy to remember is that this prolific
goaltender was the mainstay for the Edmonton
Oilers when they won five Stanley Cups during

that franchise's heyday in the 80's. What might
be less memorable is that Fuhr went on to play
for several teams, one of them being the Buffalo
Sabres, where he backed up an up-and-com-
ing goaltender named Dominik Hasek. Fuhr
appeared in 63 games with the Sabres, during an
era in which the team was trying to break out of
its opening playoff round flame-outs and take the
next step towards the Stanley Cup.

PAT LAFONTAINE

The most beloved and revered of ex-Sabres,
Lafontaine came to Buffalo via trade from the
New York Islanders, and immediately estab-
lished himself as one of the elite centers of the
game. In 1992-93, he and teammate Alexander
Mogilny were an offensive juggernaut, Mogilny
getting 76 goals and Lafontaine netting 53 goals
of his own, finishing with 148 points, aston-
ishing numbers compared to this day and age.
Lafontaine was beset with numerous concus-
sions, however, and retired in 1999.

DOMINIK HASEK

He won the Vezina trophy six times, and the
Hart trophy twice. He was that good, and his
butterfly style of stopping pucks make for an
incredible highlight reel of jaw dropping saves
that are remembered to this day. Hasek took
the team to the elite rungs of the league and to
the Cup finals in 1999, where the infamous and
illegal "No Goal" by Dallas' Brett Hull dashed
Buffalo's championship hopes. Hasek finally
won a Stanley Cup with the Detroit Red Wings
before retiring.

TARO SEZ...

News hit this week of the acquisition by Pegula
Sports and Entertainment of the Hi Temp build-
ing at the corner of Perry and Illinois St, at
a whopping purchase price of $7-MM. What
is long forgotten (but not by Taro) is that the
McKendry family, who owned the building,
joined with a tiny, shrill group of preserva-
tionist do-gooders in 2012 to try and derail the
HarborCenter project, then citing that the struc-
ture would obstruct their views of the sunset and
the Buffalo River, more than a half mile west of
the location. In the end, HarborCenter got built,
the McKendrys didn't lose out in terms of their
property values, and the sunsets along the river
are still beautiful. Win, win all around.

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A GERMAN REQUIEM AT THE BPO

JOANN FALLETTA CELEBRATES THE 80TH SEASON OF THE BUFFALO PHILHARMONIC CHORUS

y any reckoning, the Buffalo

Philharmonic Orchestra concerts in
Kleinhans Music Hall, this Saturday eve-
ning at 8pm and Sunday afternoon at
2:30pm, are very special events. BPO
music director JoAnn Falletta will be on
the podium to lead the orchestra and the
members of the Buffalo Philharmonic
Chorus, under the leadership of music
director Adam Luebke, in performances of
Johannes Brahms' unique masterpiece Ein
deutsches Requiem (A German Requiem),
with soloists Darren Stokes, baritone, a
frequent and welcome guest artist, and
Deborah Selig, soprano.

The full title of the work, Ein deutsch-
es Requiem, nach Worten der heiligen
Schrift (A German Requiem, to Words of
the Holy Scriptures) gives us one of the
keys to understanding its significance. In
the Catholic Church, a Requiem Mass is
"offered for the repose of the soul or souls
of one or more deceased persons, using a
particular form of the Roman Missal. It is
frequently, but not necessarily, celebrated
in the context of a funeral." Similarly,
musical settings of the Requiem Mass are
also called Requiems, and there have been
at least tens of dozens of musical settings,
if not many more, of the Requiem Mass,
with some of the very greatest and best
known by Mozart, Berlioz and Verdi.

Instead of setting the traditional liturgical
Latin Requiem text, Brahms, who was
raised a Lutheran but was not a con-
ventional believer and resisted dogmas,
assembled his own compilation of texts
from the Luther Bible, using selections
from both the Old and New Testaments and
the Apocrypha. As Brahms wrote in a letter
to the organist of the Bremen Cathedral
before the first performance of the initial,
six movement version in 1867 (a seventh
movement was added later), "I will admit
that I could happily omit the 'German' and

simply say 'Human'. By using the word
'human' Brahms indicates that in choosing
the texts for his work he was primarily
focused on the idea of comforting the liv-
ing, not on the spiritual destiny of the souls
of the departed.

With this in mind, it seemed somehow
very appropriate to every classical musical
lover in the world that after the national
tragedy of 9/11, Kurt Masur, then music
director of the New York Philharmonic
Orchestra, decided to perform Brahms'
German Requiem as a memorial to the
thousands of victims of that terrorist out-
rage. What the NY Times called "his finest
hour, and a gift to the city," came on Sept.

20, 2001, in a nationally televised
memorial to the victims of the
Sept. 11 attacks.

Although he never admitted it,
even to his closest friends like
Clara Schumann and Joseph
Joachim, Brahms was moved by
the recent death of his mother,
with whom he was very close, to
complete his German Requiem. In
composing the work, he was also
undoubtedly responding to the
tragic death in 1856 of his friend
and mentor Robert Schumann.
Critical reception of the work
was at first mixed, splitting at
least in part along religious fault
lines. In Catholic Vienna, the first
performance (of the first three
movements only) met with some
vigorous opposition, exacerbated
by the mistake of the timpanist
who misread a musical notation
to play softly, playing very loud
instead, drowning out the chorus.
In the largely Protestant cities
of northern Germany the public
reception was far more favorable,
even if some religious figures
questioned the choice of texts. Eventually,
however, it wasn't long before the German
Requiem was recognized as being Brahms'
first great masterpiece throughout Europe
and North America.

Brahms also had a lifelong interest in
Hungarian music, so in a very appropri-
ate bit of programming, JoAnn Falletta
will also lead the orchestra in two color-
ful orchestral works from the 1930's by
Zoltan Kodaly, Dances of Marosszék and
The Peacock (Variations on a Hungarian
Folksong), which have become BPO sig-
nature pieces.

1920: The Year in Music at UB

On Thursday February 23 at 7:30pm,
UB faculty members Jonathan Golove,
cello, who was just elected Department of
Music Chairman, and Eric Huebner, piano,
along with adjunct faculty member Hanna
Hurwitz, violin, will present an evening of
European music composed around the year
1920 in Baird Recital Hall,

Although Stravinsky, helped by the great
Russian cellist Gregor Piatigorsky, only
assembled the cello and piano version of
his Suite Italienne in 1932, all the musical
material came from his highly success-
ful ballet Pulcinella which had its debut
in Paris, with choreography by Massine,
décor and costumes by Picasso, in 1920.

Ravel composed his Sonata for Violin and
Cello after a period of physical and emo-
tional recovery from his service in World
War I, including his own bout of disabling
dysentery, and the death of his mother. He
considered the work to be a turning point,
saying that "the music is stripped down to
the bone. The allure of harmony is rejected
and increasingly there is a return of empha-
sis on melody."

Early in his career, Kurt Weill composed
his only three chamber works: two string
quartets and his 1920 Sonata for Cello and
Piano, an intensely chromatic work, but
one with a strongly rhythmic and metrical
structure. Introspective in mood, the sonata
has some highly imaginative lighter touch-
es. The student piece has a considerable
variety of color, and the finale's initially
grotesque character gives way to a tran-
quil, impressionistic coda, that some have
likened to a calm sunset after a stormy
day. It's a safe bet that the performance of
Weil's work will be an area premiere.
